National Service Scheme, under the Ministry of Youth Affairs & Sports Govt. of India, 
popularly known as NSS was launched in Gandhiji's Birth Centenary Year 1969 with primary 
focus on the development of personality of students through community service. Today, NSS has 
more than 3.6 million student volunteers in India.  
 
NSS volunteers are supposed to complete 120 hours of social service in one year. Throughout the 
year many activities are actively carried out by the volunteers of the college, like Educating 
underprivileged kids from nearby slum areas (Dallupura and Kondli), composting, Old Age 
Home Visit, Orphanage Visit, Collection Drives  (Clothes and stationary Collection), Slum 
adoption, Cleanliness Drive, Road Safety activities, Women upliftment related activities. The 
NSS volunteers also organize various camps like Eye check-up camp, Blood Donation Camp, 
Health Issues related Camps, Self Defence Training Camp etc. and organise various Rallies on 
social topics.
